Abbreviations 
 

DCM     Distinguished Conduct Medal  

For acts of gallantry performed by other ranks i.e. non-commissioned officers and regarded as 
second only to the Victoria Cross in prestige. 
 
 

DFC     Distinguished Flying Cross  

Awarded to Royal Air Force personnel for exemplary gallantry during active operations against the 

enemy in the air. 
 
 

DFM     Distinguished Flying Medal  

Awarded to Royal Air Force personnel for an act or acts of valour, courage or devotion to duty 
whilst flying in active operations against the enemy. 
 
 

MM     Military Medal  

The Military Medal ranked below the Distinguished Conduct Medal (DCM). It was awarded to other 
ranks i.e. non-commissioned officers for acts of gallantry and devotion to duty under fire.  
 
 

VC     Victoria Cross  

The premier award for gallantry, awarded for most conspicuous bravery, or some daring or pre-
eminent act of valour or self-sacrifice, or extreme devotion to duty in the presence of the enemy.
